Pastor’s Note 
“Ever since I heard about your faith in the Lord Jesus.  I 
have not stopped giving thanks for you, remembering you 
in my prayers.  I keep asking that the God of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of 
wisdom and revelation, so that you may know Him better.”

 I want to thank Randy Seib for bringing God’s Word to us this morning!  I am in 
Edmonton this weekend at the annual Breakforth Worship Conference.   
 
 Since I’ve returned to you I’ve spoken frequently about the importance of 
applying ourselves to the Study of God.  He has revealed things about Himself to us 
so that we might examine them and enjoy them!  Along these lines, let me share a 
couple   “clips” with you from two good authors on this subject: 
 
 “The GOD who speaks to us in the Bible is the Lord of Heaven and earth.  A 
true experience of Him will awaken a thirst in us for more and more, making us students 
of God who long daily to know and encounter Him.  A biblically nourished faith will 
produce a disciplined and faithful Christian.  The Christian who is diligent in this 
respect  is seeking to understand more of God and His revelation in Jesus.  But let’s 
be honest. There is an inherent laziness in most of us.  This will take the biggest toll 
on our faith. We must be men and women of self-discipline who find time for a real 
study of God and His Word. We can always find good excuses for putting this off.  To 
turn our full attention to studying God demands a strong self-discipline in us.”  (Lesslie 
Newbigen, The Good Shepherd) 
 
 “To become TRANSFORMED by the RENEWING OF YOUR MIND (Rom 
12:2) means getting God’s Word on the inside to saturate our lives, thoughts, 
attitudes, emotions, and actions, so that we are conformed from the inside out into the 
likeness of Jesus Christ.” (Ronald Jensen, Biblical Meditation) 
  
 “The aim of all this is that we may grow in wisdom, understanding, and holy 
discernment, that we may no longer be children tossed to and fro by every wind of 
doctrine, instead remaining faithful to the Lord and His revealed truth.” (Newbigen) 
 
 I agree!  Spiritual laziness is a deadly disease.  I’ve experienced it myself.  
Jesus commanded us to “watch” and “pray” in order to overcome sin and live in 
righteousness.  This is not a passive act.  In my opinion, there is some very wrong-
headed thinking among Christians which believes we must “step aside” (let-go-and-let-
God) because any effort on our part to walk in Christ is “sinful”.  The Bible doesn’t teach 
that!  We are to be diligent and disciplined (Jms 1:25) as we seek to walk in His 
righteousness and be pleasing to the Lord.
